OFFENSE - LAST 4 YEARS STATS - DEFEIISE
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OFFENSE - They returned 7 off starters LY coming off
theirinaugural ssnasaFCS transitionteam.They beat
NC A&T for the 2nd straight season and finished with
a 4-7 record. Despite the up and down season due
to inj’s they enter ‘09 on a 2 gm win streak. All CIAA
QB Stadford Brown played just 5 gms before a ssn
ending inj (collarbone) forced him out and pushed
Keon Williams and Michael Johnson into the line of
fire. They ret 9 starters TY with the most interesting
battle coming at the QB position where Williams threw
for 462 (57.6) with a 0-4 ratio while Johnson threw for
517 (51.6) with a 6-6 ratio. Williams is listed as the ret
starterbutneither player as solidified their spotheading
into fall. They returned their top 7 rushers LY and they
returntheirtop 4 TY led by RB Tony McCord (464, 3.8)
and FB Saeed Abdul Azeez (27, 1.7). Regardless of
who the QB is they will have plenty of weapons with
5 of their top 6 rec back incl WR Will Scott ( 787,
17.5) who showed postseason honors type talent.
Also returning is WR Deshawn Spears (439, 13.3)
and WR Corey Harris (58, 19.3). TE DeMarcus Hill
played in just 7 gms after TE Earthan Ward suffered
an inj and missed most of the season and both are
back. The OL returned 2 starters LY from a unit that
gave up just 14 sacks and returns 4 starters TY. The
group is anchored by experienced bookends in 3 yr
starter OT Gabriel Manns (6-6, 305) and 2 yr starter
OT Eric Stanley (6-5, 347).

DEFENSIVE - The D was very young LY with just 2
starters back from a unit that gave up 19.5 ppg and
318ypg. They lost their top 4 tkI'rs and only returned
1 of their top 8 LY. They will bring back much more
experience TY with 9 starters back and 7 of the top
10 tkI'rs. The DL returned just 1 starter LY and again

might be a weak spot with just 2 starters back TY. The
unit is anchored by junior DE Teryl White (#4 tklr, 8
tfl, 3 sck) who has AA potential. He will be joined by
DT Sam Battle (22 tkl, 6.5 tfl). The top loss from LY is
LB Troy McConico (#1 tkir) who's production will be
missed.They lostall of their starters at LB LY but return
3 starters TY led by Donald Laster (40 tkl, 6 sck) and
Alex Winters (#4 tklr, 3.5 tfl,). The unit will also return
starter Roger Stewart (33 tkl, 4 tfl) and backups Calvin
Hillie (#43 tkl, 3 tfl) and Eliezer Sandifer (21 tkl). The
secondary returned just 1 starter LY. They return all 4
starters this season led by FS Jeffery Henderson (#2
tklr, 5 pbu) and CB David Ingram (26 tkl, 4 int, 5 pbu)
who led the unit in pd's (9) and flashed postseason
honors potential. SS Derek Harvey (22 tkl) and CB
Rashad Fox (26 tkl, 1 int, 3 pbu) round out the rest of
the ret starters. DB Rakeem Vick (21 tkl, 2.5 tfl, 2.5
sck) gives them depth and experience.

SPECIAL TEAMS - They return 2 starters from LY led
by PR/KR Deshawn Spears who avg 6.1 PR and 16.6
KR LY. P Taylor Gray avg 34.6 with a long of 71 and 9
120 LY and is back. The only departure from this unit
is K Brandon Gilbert who hit 8 of 11 (L/45) and will be
replaced by either Gray or a newcomer.
COACHES-HC Mose Rison returns for his 3rd yearand
previously was at Davidson. He also handles the OC
duties. DC Jake Cabell is back for his 2nd season.
FORECAST -The Eagles return 18 starters from a 4-7
squad and should be improved. Their schedule is
perhaps theirtoughest with first-time meetings against
App State and Duke. The good news is that they have
several games that could be won incl the seasons
final 4. There is optimism for a winning season with
so much experience from LY’s team.
