
November 20th PLAYOFF OUTLOOK
 
Four teams have clinched bids to the playoffs entering the final weekend of games. Below is a list of those who have clinched bids as well as my projected auto bids from the remaining 
six conferences and my projected 10 at-large bids. 
 

 
 

Here is a look at the scenarios in each of the remaining leagues and below each scenario is my pick to win the auto bid.
 
BIG SKY- Montana State and Eastern Washington are the only two teams who can win the auto bid. Both are 6-1 in the league and 8-2 overall. If MSU beats Montana they get the bid 
because of their win over EWU earlier in the year. If they lose and EWU wins then EWU will get the bid. I believe EWU wins and MSU loses thus giving the bid to the Eagles.
MY PICK- Eastern Washington
 
BIG SOUTH - BIG SOUTH- Three teams have a shot at the auto bid.  Stony Brook has clinched a share of the league title and will win outright with a win over Liberty.  If they lose to Liberty 
and Coastal Carolina wins over Charleston Southern they would tie but would earn the bid finishing with less points than both Liberty and Coastal Carolina.  If Coastal Carolina wins and 
Stony Brook loses they would earn the bid if they had less points allowed in league games than the others.  If Liberty defeats Stony Brook and Coastal Carolina loses they would get the 
auto bid with a head to head win over Stony Brook but would tie as co-champs with them. If Coastal Carolina wins and Liberty wins Liberty would only earn the bid if they finish with fewer 
points allowed in league games than Coastal Carolina.  Because of the tie breaker Stony Brook gets the bid.
MY PICK- Stony Brook

 
CAA- Delaware seals the deal for the auto bid and No. 1 overall seed with a win this weekend but William & Mary is also in line if UD loses to Villanova. MY PICK- Delaware
 
MEAC- Bethune-Cookman controls their own destiny as the only unbeaten team in FCS (10-0). If they beat FAMU they get the bid while South Carolina State can get the bid if BCC loses. 
MY PICK- Bethune-Cookman
 
OHIO VALLEY- If Jacksonville State wins they get the bid but it would go to Southeast Missouri State if JSU loses because they already have a loss to Eastern Kentucky while SEMO’s only 
loss is to JSU. MY PICK- Jacksonville State
 
SOUTHLAND- This bid is the most complicated of them all. Three teams are in the hunt. If Stephen F. Austin beats Northwestern State they will get the bid but if they lose it gets tricky. If 
McNeese State beats Central Arkansas they would be co-champs. If McNeese State wins and SFA loses then the Cowboys are the auto bid and win the league outright. If both SFA and 
McNeese lose then NW State is the auto bid but all three teams would share the title. I believe SFA wins making it easy. MY PICK- Stephen F. Austin

 
 

• AT-LARGE BIDS Here is my look at those I believe to earn at-large bids
 
BIG SKY
Montana State- Regardless of whether they win against Montana they are in as an at-large bid. 
Montana- They must defeat Montana State at home to guarantee themselves a spot in the field. I believe either way they will get in regardless of an 8-3 or 7-4 mark.
 
BIG SOUTH
Liberty- If LU does not get the bid over Stony Brook they will be a bubble team who I believe gets left out of the field.
 
CAA
Villanova- They must beat Delaware to go 7-4 and if so I believe they get in. However, I believe they will lose and be left out of the field. 
New Hampshire- Of the bubble teams in the league they have the best chance facing Towson. They should win and be one of the 10 bids. 
Richmond- They must defeat William & Mary to improve to 7-4 and put them on the bubble. I think they will get in if they defeat the Tribe but I don’t expect them to pull off the upset. 
UMASS- If they defeat Rhode Island I believe they will get in but this won’t be easy at URI has been known to pull upsets. However, I believe UMASS pulls out the win. 
William & Mary- The Tribe are in the field regardless of their outcome against Richmond.
 
SOCON
Wofford- Regardless of their outcome against Chattanooga I believe they get in at 8-3 or 9-2. 
Chattanooga- They are 6-4 and are on the bubble with their only chance hinging on whether they can beat Wofford. If they defeat Wofford they will be a definite bubble team worthy of a 
look. If they lose their shot is gone.
Georgia Southern- If GSU defeats Furman they would improve to 7-4 and boast a win over the league’s auto bid App State. I believe they should get in but have a 50/50 shot.
 
MEAC
South Carolina State- If the defending MEAC champs beat NC A&T, and I believe they will, they will have a 9-2 record and should get in. 
 
MISSOURI VALLEY
North Dakota State- They need to win this weekend to guarantee a bid but I believe they will earn a bid either way.
Western Illinois- The Leathernecks are 6-4 and could put themselves in the field with a big win over UNI. I just don’t see this upset happening.
 
OHIO VALLEY
Southeast Missouri State- They are done with a 9-2 record and I believe will indeed get in.
 
PIONEER LEAGUE
Jacksonville- They finished 10-1 and now must sit and wait to find out their destiny. They probably don’t deserve a bid in the field despite their record with no wins over a ranked team and
