
BOSTON COLLEGE 38 Wake Forest 28 - BC was int’d on its 1st play and ret’d 22 yds for a TD. WF then went 67/11pl on its next drive, 14-0. BC went 
75/9pl for a TD, 14-7 after 1Q. BC went 38/1pl on a TD pass, 14-14. WF got a 40 yd FR for a TD w/2:03 left but BC went 69/5pl and got a TD w/:55 left 
1H, 21-21. BC went 71/9pl for a TD and got an int’d and ret’d it 13 yds to its 45, ending w/a 5 yd TD pass, 35-21. WF went 77/8pl for a TD, 35-28. BC 
went on an 11pl drive for 27 yd FG w/1:46 left and fittingly WF’s final poss ended with its 4th int.
BOSTON COLLEGE 37 NC State 17 - The story here was TO’s as NCSt had 7 plus its P was tkl’d so basically 8 TO’s. NCSt was int’d at the BC35 and 
ret’d 34 yds setting up a 30 yd TD drive by BC, 7-0. NCSt went 98/5pl for a TD. BC was int’d and NCSt drove 31/6pl but after 1&gl at 7 settled for a 28 
yd FG, 10-7 after the 1Q. BC got 14 yd IR TD, 14-10 (13:25). BC got 27 yd FG, 17-10 (1:59). NCSt had 2&9 from the BC17 but was int’d in the EZ (:42). 
At the half NCSt had a 219-164 yd edge. A bad snap on a punt set up BC for a 13 yd TD drive, 23-10 (7:41). BC went 84/9pl for a TD early 4Q, 30-10. 
BC got a 69 yd TD run by Callender w/3:29 left and bkup QB Evans led NCSt 80/6pl for a TD with 1:10 left.
Boston College 24 GEORGIA TECH 10 - BC simply dominated this ESPN night gm. BC took its opening drive 95/11pl for a TD & its 2nd drive 70/7pl 
but fmbl’d at the 6. Later BC went 79/5pl and had a 318-86 yd edge and led 14-0 at half. After 4 punts to open the 3Q, BC went 82/5pl for a TD, 21-0. 
GT went 47/10pl for a TD w/14:44 left, 21-7 then went 67/9pl for a 32 yd FG, 21-10. BC went 71/11pl for a 21 yd FG (6:01) and after GT was SOD at 
its 32, BC ran off the final 4:45 ending at GT10.
BOSTON COLLEGE 37 Army 17 - BC finished with a 34-7 FD edge and a 573-259 yd edge but was coming off 3 conf rivals. BC jumped out to a 9-0 
lead (missed xp) and missed a 43 yd FG. After Army missed a 36 yd FG, BC fmbl’d at the Army6. BC then drove 63/9pl for a TD, 16-0. Army went 71/7pl 
for a TD, 16-7 and BC had a 278-157 yd edge at the half. BC was int’d and ret’d to its 39 to open the 3Q. Army got a 26 yd FG and only trailed 16-10 
(6:57 3Q). BC went 67/7pl and 59/12pl for TD’s, 29-10 (13:16 4Q). Army was SOD at the BC2 but got an 11 yd IR TD 2 plays later, 29-17. BC got a 66 
yd TD run by Callender w/8:47 left.
BOSTON COLLEGE 24 Massachusetts 14 - BC took its 2nd poss 36/7pl for a 37 yd FG then went 49/9pl for a TD, 10-0 after the 1Q. BC added a 
96/13pl TD drive w/2:10 left 1H, 17-0 and had a 195-66 yd edge. After an exchange of P to open the 3Q UM got a 41/1pl TD pass, 17-7. Two poss later 
UM went 62/3pl and a 21 yd TD pass made it 17-14 (5:55 3Q). BC went 60/10pl for a TD, 24-14 after 3Q’s. After 2 punts UM went 13pl but missed a 46 
yd FG then was SOD at its own 33 on 4&21 with 1:50 left.
BOSTON COLLEGE 55 Bowling Green 24 - BG got a 6 yd TD pass w/8:55 left in the 1H to pull within 14-10 but would have 4 int’s in the final 6:00 
of half. After a 65 yd KR, BC went 36/8pl for a TD then got a 65 yd IR TD. After another int, BC got a 45 yd FG, 31-10 (3:00). BC added a 6 yd IR TD 
w/2:12 left, 38-10. BC opened the 3Q on 2&26 with a 71 yd TD pass, 45-10. BG went on a 73/13pl drive but on 1&gl from the 6 was int’d in EZ & BC 
went 80/11pl for a TD, 52-10 w/3:25 left & coasted.
Boston College 27 NOTRE DAME 14 - BC took its 1st drive 73/5pl for a TD, 6-0 (xpng). BC went 68/10pl for a 34 yd FG which was partially blk’d. ND 
got 2 FD but its P was tkl’d. BC drove 41/8pl for a TD, 13-0 (1:32). BC had a 263-79 yd edge at half. ND was int’d and ret’d 30 yds to its 11 setting up a 
BC 3pl TD drive, 20-0. ND went 79/7pl for a TD then got a 25 yd IR TD, 20-14. A celebration pen moved ND back on the KO and BC drove 44/5pl for a 
TD, 27-14 (7:00). BC was SOD at the ND25 (8:42) but ND was stopped at its 42 & BC ran out the clock.
Boston College 14 VIRGINIA TECH 10 - Thurs night ESPN in heavy rain. VT had a 147-59 yd edge and led 7-0. Late 3Q VT went 55/5pl for a FG, 
10-0. VT then forced a 4&31 from BC’s 5 & BC punted from its own EZ late 3Q. Their P did great acting job and despite the fact VT barely touching him 
it was ruled a roughing penalty which gave BC some field position. After 4 punts, BC took over w/6:06 left but VT int’d it at the BC31. VT lined up for FG 
4 plays later and pooched it 21 yds to BC8 w/4:16 left. BC went 92/9pl for a TD w/2:11 left, 10-7. BC then rec’d the onside kick and on 3&20 when a 41 
yd FG was improbable, QB Ryan scrambled around and hit a 24 yd TD pass w/:11 left for the miracle win for BC. 
Florida St 27 BOSTON COLLEGE 17 - FSU went 80/9pl for a 23 yd TD pass, 7-0 (4:52). FSU had a 233-181 yd edge at half. On its 2nd 3Q poss FSU 
went 43/7pl for 40 yd FG, 10-0. BC went 70/4pl for a TD, 10-7 (4:38). FSU punted 64 yds to 2 and after BC went 3&out, FSU started at the BC40 and 
got 1 FD and nailed a 29 yd FG, 13-7 (11:26). BC went 47/8pl for a 35 yd FG, 13-10. FSU got a 42 yd TD pass 2 plays later, 20-10. BC would go 58/6pl 
for a TD, 20-17 (6:43). BC got 2 FD’s but was int’d & ret’d 38 yds for a TD, 27-17 (1:10). BC was SOD at the FSU25.
MARYLAND 42 Boston College 35 - MD was missing its top RB, #2 WR, was banged up on the OL & was also missing its top LB Henderson, but 
still piled up 472 yds. BC had a late 86 yd drive giving them the stat edge as they trailed 42-21 in the 4Q. MD took its opening drive 76/6pl for a TD. 
Roughing the K kept alive a BC drive & they went 70/10pl for a TD, 7-7. After an int, MD went 14/3pl for a TD, 14-7 but BC conv’d on 3&13 for a FD 
and continued on an 86/9pl drive, 14-14 (14:51). MD went 60/7pl but settled for a 28 yd FG. MD then went on a 17pl drive eating the rest of the half 
but after a 1&gl at the 8, settled for a 25 yd FG and only led 20-14 with a 241-184 yd edge. Each tm opened the 3Q with a TD drive. MD then got a 57 
yd TD pass to lead 34-21 (4:29). After an int MD went 68/7pl for a TD and led 42-21 (14:15). BC went 43/10pl for a TD (7:26 left). BC took over (2:48) 
and drove 86/12pl for a garbage TD (:52).
Boston College 20 CLEMSON 17 - Labeled one of the biggest HG’s ever for CU, the winner would go to the ACC Champ game. CU took its opening 
drive 68/13pl for a TD, 7-0. BC drove 50/7pl for a 40 yd FG, 7-3 (1:14). At the half BC had a 145-131 yd edge. CU opened the 3Q with a 52/12pl drive 
and had a 1&gl at the 2 but settled for a 22 yd FG, 10-3. BC went 80/11pl for a TD, 10-10 (13:37). BC converted on 4&5 for a FD to the 20 and nailed a 
30 yd FG, 13-10 (9:01). CU got a 56/9p drive and Harper dove 4 yds for a TD, 17-13 (5:28). BC went 71/8pl and on 3&7 hit a 43 yd TD pass. 
BOSTON COLLEGE 28 Miami, Fl 14 - BC went 80/8pl for a TD. Amazingly UM, at its own 15, opted to throw and not take a knee, and the pass was 
int’d setting up a BC TD with :29 left, 14-0. BC had a 270-102 yd edge at the half. BC was int’d to open the 3Q at its own 23 and UM got a TD on the next 
play, 14-7 (12:07). BC was sk’d and fmbl’d at its own 41 and 8pl later UM had a TD to tie it at 14 (11:44). BC got a short pass that went 49 yds setting 
up a 20 yd TD pass, 21-14 (11:21). BC then went 75/4pl with a 45 yd TD run with 8:26 left, 28-14. 
Virginia Tech 30 BOSTON COLLEGE 16 - VT got a 40 yd IR TD with :11 left for a somewhat misleading final. BC went 58/8pl but was SOD at the VT28 
on 4&6. Seven plays later Silva took the ball out of QB Taylor’s hands and ret’d it 51 yds for a TD, 7-0 (4:10). BC went 59/16pl for a 37 yd FG, 10-0 (11:33). 
VT went 77/8pl for a TD, 10-7 (8:30). BC went 74/7pl for a TD and instead of leading 17-7 the xp was blk’d and ret’d for 2, 16-9 (5:35). VT took over with 
2:20 and went 80/10pl and on 3&7 got a TD pass with :43 left in the 1H to tie it at 16. BC had a 277-149 yd edge at the half. The 3Q was scoreless. VT 
went 84/8pl and on 3&13 got a 24 yd TD pass, 23-16 (7:12). VT’s Adibi int the ball & returned it a 40 yd for TD with :11 left.
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
