2006 RESULTS (9-2)
OFFENSE -The Buccaneers ret’d 8 off starters LY but 
moved 1 from TE to DE and fell from #3 to #5 in the BSC 
in scoring offense and #4 to #7 in total offense in the 
expanded BSC. This year they return 8 starters including 
WR Gerald Stevenson whose 1,830 all-purp yds were 
the most in the BSC and add 3 JC. CSU had to replace 
2 QB’s who combined for 2,683 (56.9%) with a 21-22 
ratio with 301 rush yds LY. They added QB AJ Toscano 
(PS#178JC) but he played just 1 gm (SSU) hitting 7 of 
11 for 74 yds but was injured and RS. QB Reese Tribble 
started 11 throwing for 2,043 (61.0%) with a 23-12 ratio 
rushing for 106 (1.1) but departs. They add QB Andrew 
Trudnowski (PS#224JC). CSU had to replace 4 of their 
top 5 rushers LY but ret’d their top rusher in RB DeMarcus 
Moon (382, 5.7). They return their top 3 rushers TY in 
WR Stevenson (298, 7.6) and 2 of 3 RB’s who split 
starts LY in Antwan Ivey (380, 3.4) and DeMarcus Moon 
(203, 5.1). They ret’d 4 of their top 5 receivers LY led by 
1st tm BSC WR Dee Brown (898, 13.0) but moved 2nd 
tm BSC TE Ryan Ard (192, 9.6) to DE. Their passing 
numbers fell by 63 ypg. Brown (51, 7.3) would play in just 
4 gms and departs along with #2 rec WR Marus Murry 
(433, 16.0). They return 8 of their top 10 rec including 
Stevenson, who led with 551 (12.2, 9 td). They add 2 
JC WR’s including Frankie Jones (PS#464JC). The OL 
had to replace 2 starters LY including a 2nd tm BSC C 
and their rush ypg remained the same while their ypc 
went from 3.5 to 3.3 and they allowed 1 more sack (20). 
The OL loses 2 starters who combined for 18 starts LY 
including their top OL 2nd tm BSC C Alex Bragg. They 
return 6 OL who combinedined for 40 starts LY. 
DEFENSE -The D ret’d 5 starters LY and added TE Ryan 
Ard, an FBS transfer and ‘06 starting LB Josh Mitchell who

sat out ‘07 (inj). They improved from #4 to #2 in the BSC in 
scoring defense and from #4 to #3 in total defense. They 
add 4 JC’s but return just 4 starters and lose 7 of their top 
11 tkl’rs. The DL had to replace 2 starters LY including a 
2nd tm BSC DE (#4 tkl’r) but ret’d 2nd tm BSC DE Jake 
Killeen (37 tkl, 4.5 sk) and added Ard. While the ypc al-
lowed remained at 4.3 they allowed 40 ypg less rushing 
and increased the sacks from 14 to 22. They lose 3 starters 
including 1st tm BSC DE Killeen (#6 tkl, 10.5 tfl) and 2nd 
tm BSC NT Justin Witzmann (#7 tkl’r, 8 tfl). They return 
DE Dorein Perkins (31 tkl, 7 tfl) and Ard who played in just 
3 (11 tkl) and add 4 JC including DE’s Sergio Robinson 
(PS#290JC) and Joel Watson (PS#278JC). The LB unit 
had to replace an AA LB (#1 tkl’r) LY but ret’d 2 starters 
and added Mitchell and Air Force transfer Andre McKain. 
They lose 2 starters including Mitchell (#2 tkl’r) but return 
2nd tm BSC LB McKain (#1 tkl’r, 8 tfl). The secondary ret’d 
just 1 starter LY but finished #2 in the BSC in pass D with 
a 13 to 13 ratio led by 1st tm BSC Philip Ashley with 6 int. 
They return 2 starters who were the #4 and #5 tkl’r but 
lose Ashley who was not on the spring roster. 
SPECIAL TEAMS -CSU only ret’d their top returnmen 
LY. This year they return 2nd tm BSC K John Paglia 
and 1st tm BSC RS Stevenson. 
COACHES -HC Jay Mills is in his 7th yr. OC Chuck Kelly 
is in his 6th. DC Thielen Smith is in his 2nd yr. 
FORECAST - CSU finished 3-2 in BSC play and while 1 loss 
was to Stony Brook by 1 pt the other was to Liberty by 42. 
They had their 3rd winning season in the L/4 yrs and also 
in their 18 yr history. While their 12 returning starters tie 
for 2nd fewest in the BSC they add 7 JC including 4 along 
the DL for a quick fix. How the defense comes together will 
determine if CSU can compete for the BSC Crown.
